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M. Lease Agreement – Seaford Beach Caravan Park, Nepean Highway, Seaford

Background

Negotiations with Emond Golf Pty Ltd, owner of Seaford Beach Caravan Park, 256-

258 Nepean Highway, Seaford, in regard to lease of Crown land occupied with the

caravan park have been finalised.

A four year lease, commencing 1 July 2009, has been agreed to with a commencing

rental of $32,500. Under the terms of the lease arrangement, use of the Crown land

and adjoining privately owned land at 254, 255 and 256-258 Nepean Highway as a

boarding house/caravan park is to cease by 30 June 2013 – expiry date of lease. The

Company is to enter into a Section 173 Agreement in relation to cessation of current

uses of the privately owned properties. The Agreement is to be registered on the

titles to the properties.

The lease terms have been approved by the Department of Sustainability and

Environment.

As a separate process, Emond Golf Pty Ltd, has agreed to swap part of its land at the

corner of Nepean Highway and McCulloch Avenue for part of the Crown land

occupied by the caravan park. This process is being pursued by the Department of

Sustainability and Environment, with legislation to approve the “swap” currently

before State Parliament. Once the “swap” is completed, the Company will achieve a

better development site and a new ”Crown reserve” will be created at the corner. The

reserve is to be placed under Council’s control, as Committee of Management, and is

to be used as a car park, mainly for visitors to the beach, who will cross Nepean

Highway at the adjacent pedestrian crossing.

N. Deed of Surrender of Part of Lease – Eastern Kiosk (Former “Bang On” Kiosk,

Bayside Entertainment Precinct, Wells Street, Frankston

Background

At Special Meeting SP142 on 23 November 2009 Council resolved as follows:

“ Once Colonial First State Global Asset Management signs a deed of surrender

of that part of the lease relating to the eastern kiosk and its surrounds,

permission will be granted to Bayside Shopping Centre Management to remove

the eastern kiosk from the front of the Bayside Entertainment precinct provided

that it:

• Reinstates the area to public space to the satisfaction of a subcommittee

of Council comprising of Council Officers and interested Councillors;

• Supplies appropriate electrical outlets that will enable the public space to

be used for public audio performances in the future; and
